Conditions of Sale

I. The buyer(s) agree that if for whatever reason they cannot keep said puppy that the breeder must be contacted by phone, email, or certified mail, and said puppy must be returned back to the breeder with all proper registration and in good health.
II. This said puppy must at all times throughout its life be provided with adequate housing from inclement weather, an animal checkup by a licensed veterinarian and required vaccinations, including rabies.  

III. At NO point in time of said puppy’s lifetime is the buyer(s) to give, sell, lend, place, rehome, adopt out, lease, or co-own said puppy to any other person, company, corporation, breeder, pet store, animal broker, wholesale dealer, testing lab, animal shelter, puppy mill, etc…

IV. The said puppy, if bred, spayed, or neutered must not be done until the appropriate age of 18-24 months, allowing for some sexual maturity of the puppy which is necessary for development.

Sale Agreement
LIMITED 14-DAY WARRANTY: The said puppy you have selected is warranted by Bre’s Boxers to the original purchaser, to be healthy at time of sale. To keep this warranty in effect you must have your puppy re-examined by a licensed veterinarian of your choice within four ( 4 ) business days of the date of purchase________________. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL VOID ALL WARRANTIES. During your first exam, should a veterinarian find this puppy to have been unfit for purchase at the time of sale or detect any health problem that would require further veterinary care other than required vaccinations and/or worming, or to have conditions not previously disclosed to you, then you must notify this seller within twenty four ( 24 ) hours. A veterinarian finding of intestinal or external parasites is not grounds for declaring a puppy unfit for sale unless the pet is clinically ill because of the condition. Bre’s Boxers also warranties your puppy to be free from: Parvo Virus, Distemper, Hepatitis, Corona Virus, and Canine Influenza for a full ( 14 ) days from the date of purchase. Should your veterinarian detect any of the mentioned diseases within fourteen days, you must notify the seller within twenty-four hours. The breeder reserves the right to have the pet examined by a veterinarian of choice at their facilities in order to verify or dispute this diagnosis, before paying any claim relating to the 14 day limited warranty. Warranty reimbursements are paid by check and will be mailed to the purchaser’s address within 14 days of approval. UNDER NO CURCUMSTANCES WILL THE SELLER REIMBURSE VETERINARY COST TO THE BUYER ONLY THE COST OF MEDICATION. Buyer is responsible for vaccinations of the pet as required by law. BREEDER IS NOT RESPONSIBLE IF BUYER FAILS TO VACCINATE THE SAID PUPPY AND THE PUPPY ACQUIRES ILLNESS OR DIES. Bre’s Boxers WILL NOT be responsible for pet illness or death caused by the owner’s failure to provide timely veterinarian treatment e.g. vaccine schedules, hypoglycemia, dehydration, etc.

LIMITED ONE YEAR EXTENED WARRANTY: This breeder warranties your puppy for ( 1 ) year from the date of purchase, to the original purchaser, against heredity and congenital disorders that may adversely affect the health of the puppy. In the event of a licensed veterinarian certifies, that the puppy does have proven congenital or hereditary defect that directly affects the health of the puppy, except those listed on the health certificate or this contract, the original purchaser has no later than two ( 2 ) days from the date of diagnoses to notify Bre’s Boxers. Bre’s Boxers does not warranty Arrhythmogenic right ventricular cardiomyopathy or Degenerative Myelopathy at any time.  As a condition precedent to issuing any refund, once proof of hereditary or congenital defect has been established and a second veterinary obtained. Then all original sale documents, all official registry documents and a complete copy of the puppy's medical record must be surrendered. Once all requested documents have been submitted, a second opinion obtained, and the warranty claim ways.

1-Retain the puppy and receive reimbursement NO GREATER THAN THE ORIGINAL PURCHASE PRICE specifically related to congenital or hereditary defect and only for diagnoses or necessary veterinary services to the animal for example surgery.
 2- Return the puppy for a cash refund of the original purchase price.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY: The purchaser understands and hereby consents and agrees that the breeder will NOT reimburse for any of the following expenses: normal pet care maintenance items, office visit fees, testing performed with a negative result, emergency clinic visits not directly related to a life-threatening warranty specified condition, euthanasia, necropsy, or any case of cryptorchidism, cherry eye or entropion not diagnosed within the 14 days. Seller does not reimburse for any consequential or incidental expenses. Total liability is limited to the ORIGINAL PURCHASE PRICE. To be eligible for either warranty mentioned above you must keep the puppy under continued care of a licensed veterinarian which includes all regular vaccinations and worming. The buyer agrees that there are no other warranties intended or implied which extend beyond those contained herein.
